General Safety Information

General Wiring Diagram

All luminaires must be individually connected to the AC power supply.

AC Input: Black = Line Dimming Control Wires: Gray (-)
White = Neutral Purple (0-10V input)
Green = Ground Yellow (+10V output)
Black

Notes:

The minimum length of all integral luminaire field wiring leads provided is 18in. (457mm) extended outside of the
field wiring conduit opening for all mounting options. The luminaire is considered a fully sealed, non-serviceable
product. All wiring connections are to be made outside of the luminaire’s primary housing.

Refer to diagrams for mounting instructions based on the mounting option/accessory ordered.
Branch circuit and dimming wires must be separated and installed in different wiring compartments.

Electrical Connection:

1. Introduce the wires of branch circuit as following:
Black wire to Line
White wire to Neutral
Green wire to Ground

Mechanical Connection:

1. The thread to the luminaire’s primary housing is 3/4” NPT. Attach primary housing to conduit suitable for the
environment.

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS & SERVICING

Servicing

+ To avoid personal injury, disconnect power to the fixture and allow it to cool down before performing maintenance.

« Perform visual, electrical, and mechanical inspections on a regular basis. The environment and frequency of use should
determine this. However, it is recommended that checks should be made at least once a year.

+ The external glass should be cleaned periodically to ensure continued performance. Clean the glass with a clean, damp,
non-abrasive, lint-free cloth. If this is not sufficient, use a mild soap or a liquid cleaner. Do not use an abrasive, strong alkaline,
or acid cleaner as damage may occur.

+ Inspect the cooling fins on the fixture to ensure that they are free of any contamination (i.e. excessive dust build-up). Clean
with a non-abrasive cloth if needed. Mechanically check to make sure all parts are properly assembled.

+ Electrically check to make sure that all connections are clean and tight.
